Last year, humanitarian agencies were forced to airdrop
life-saving assistance during the rainy season, raising the
overall cost of the operation significantly. This year, in an ef-
fort to speed up response times and make operations as cost
efficient as possible, humanitarian actors have prepositioned
as much humanitarian assistance as possible in major hubs
near areas with high caseloads of displaced people, high
rates of food insecurity or where conflict is likely to occur. Six
core pipelines are involved: food, nutrition, nefood items
and emergency shelter, seeds and tools, health (vaccines
and essential drugs), and supplies for clean water (spare
parts and purification chemicals). Unfortunately, the six core
pipelines had not been fully prepositioned at the time the
rainy season commenced. A proposal to the Central Emer-
gency Response Fund to support the six core pipelines was
submitted in April.

In March, UNJLC announced the start of a common trans-
port service in cooperation with IOM to support the humani-
tarian community.
