	Northern Sudan

	· During the week ending 26 August, the ADRA-IOM in Kosti tracked a total of 223 individuals transiting through this major hub in spontaneous movements, with final destinations in Southern Kordofan, including the Abyei Area (41%), Northern Bahr el Ghazal (30%) and various other states in smaller numbers. This week return’s figure has increased slightly as compared with last week, however the level remains historically low for this time of year. 
· On 21 August, the pusher Aradeba left for Juba with four cargo barges carrying 19 returnees on board. At the close of the period, eleven individuals were at the wharf in Kosti awaiting southbound transport to Juba.
Abyei
· Migratory movements of Misseriya nomads has been reported around Babanusa and Muglad in Southern Kordofan to the north of the Abyei Area, while Dinka Ngok cattle drives have now also extended to the northern areas around Dokura and Miyankoh.

· A high-level GNU delegation of twenty paid a visit to Abyei on 22 August to expedite planning for the ten-state summit scheduled to be held in the town in November of this year.
· The Integrated Team and SSRC-HAC have started an assessment of potential host communities for IDP returns from Khartoum. Initial findings indicate that most of the roads these potential destinations are currently impassable after heavy rains. On the other hand, no date has yet been confirmed for any movements. The Dokura reception centre has meanwhile been equipped with water and sanitation. 
Blue Nile

· A health and nutrition team from World Vision has organized a midwifery refresher course in Bau Locality. The team also conducted an assessment to identify needs in clinics in the villages of Khor Adar, Fadimia and Gabaniet in terms of essential drugs, medical equipment and furniture.

· An UNMIS Pakistani engineering company has completed rehabilitation of a drainage system, in collaboration with engineers from local government in Damazin. The four main drainage channels south of Damazin Locality have now been opened and rehabilitated to facilitate the flow of water in case of heavy rains and/or flooding.    

· On 25 August, the Integrated Team and UNHCR held a meeting with 12 chiefs and umdas representing IDPs settled in Kurmuk from different areas of southern Sudan, encompassing the Shilluk, Nuer, Dinka, Balanda, Kraish and Mabaan ethnic groups. This gathering focused on determining intentions to return to the south both before and after the referendum. A draft questionnaire on return issues designed by UNHCR was distributed to these traditional leaders, who were trained in completing the information.
Southern Kordofan

· During the reporting period, 28 IDPs returned to the state via Kosti from El Damazin and Khartoum. Between January 2005 and 28 August 2010, the number of returnees had reached 396,653 individuals, with the highest number of returns (100,000) registered in El Buram Locality, followed by Kadugli and Heiban Localities. According to the state VRRC, about 3,000 people are expected to return by the end of the year. VRRC also anticipates a large exodus toward the south around the time of referendum, with a peak maximum of 10,000 persons transiting through the state. 
· On 25 August, the Sudanese Red Crescent (SRC) Society held an emergency-response simulation workshop in Kadugli focusing on the water, sanitation and hygiene sector. Bringing together staff from the state ministries for water resources and urban planning, HAC-SRRC, UNICEF and NGOs, three such workshops have been held so far in Kadugli to provide emergency-response training.
· The urban planning ministry also convened a flood taskforce meeting on 24 August, attended by the Civil Defence Office (CDO), three local NGOs and the Integrated Team. According to reports from Abu Jubeiha, the area saw heavy rains, registering 45 mm. An emergency committee in the locality joined SRC in conducting an assessment, from which a report will be shared shortly. Meanwhile, Kuhliat and Miri in Kadugli Locality were also affected by rains. According to an assessment team comprised of CDO, HAC-SRRC and SRC, the number of affected households amounted to 48, of which three suffered a total loss, while the remaining 45 sustained damage. The total affected population reached 190, including 48 children under the age of five. The HAC-SRRC-led team distributed 3 tents, 46 plastic sheets, 67 mosquito nets and 48 blankets from the state NFI stock.

· Since January, the UN and its partners in Muglad have rehabilitated 12 water points and constructed another 22, with 7 more rehabilitations and 17 construction jobs remaining to be completed by the end of the year. Meanwhile, during the same period, three health facilities have been rehabilitated or constructed with two additional remaining for 2010.
Darfur 

· Preliminary findings from the FSL component of inter-agency flood-impact assessment missions to several parts of North Darfur have revealed 3,200 households affected in Kutum Locality, including IDP settlements and some of the surrounding villages. Further, the floods have resulted in the loss of 2,000 head of livestock across the areas under investigation and 17 feddans of rain-fed farmland planted with okra and millet have been washed away. Twelve wells have also been destroyed in Kassab village. In the Arasho area, 1,500 rain-fed feddans of cultivated have likewise been washed away by flood waters and three wells ruined. The flooding has also impacted farms in both Dar el Salaam and Shangil Tobaya Localities.  

· UN-HABITAT has started its project in South Darfur that aims at providing shelter and protection for 15 vulnerable IDP families in the Sakai residential area in Nyala. Further, it also initiated training for local communities on Stabilized Soil Block (SSB) production, which will continue up to December. Construction has already begun, with laying the foundation for three houses, while seven of fifteen plots have been demarcated. Strong community participation in SSB training and production should ensure effective implementation.
· On 24 August, the agricultural research station in South Darfur reported its plans to distribute around 20,000 seedlings (acacia, moringa, neem and fruit trees) with support from IOM. Transport will begin as soon as weather permits.  
· During the health sector meeting for North Darfur on 25 August, an increased incidence of bloody diarrhoea was reported. Partners have been alerted about the likelihood of an outbreak of water-borne diseases in the state and requested to monitor water sources and marketplace hygiene in IDP camps as preventive measures. In the case of Zamzam, a sharp increase both in cases of bloody diarrhoea and contaminated water sources has been observed. Intensified hygiene promotion, cleaning campaigns and rehabilitation of facilities have therefore recommended as priorities for all health actors. 
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	Southern Sudan

	Central  Equatoria

· On 26 August, the Integrated Team joined the monthly regional co-ordination meeting for the NFI and emergency shelter sector, where discussion focused a review of current situations and identified gaps resulting from recent flooding in areas of Jonglei, Upper Nile and Unity. It was noted that these situations did not yet constitute an overall emergency, but that special consideration be given on a case-by-case basis. Partners were requested to pre-position special NFI kits to address flood-related disasters. Contingency planning for the referendum was also raised, with an examination of pre-positioning for NFIs and emergency shelters, warehousing capacities, planning and response capabilities of partners. Discussion included capacity-building among national NGOs/CBOs operating on the ground to enable them to respond to humanitarian needs in their locations, particularly in case of insecurity that would force international partners to relocate.
· WFP announced that 75,000 MT of food would be pre-positioned in all ten southern states prior to the referendum to enable the agency and its partners to respond adequately to emergencies. In a complementary move, UNJLC will pre-position 25,000 NFI kits for the same purpose.

Eastern Equatoria

· The DDR representative revealed that demobilization of ex-combatants in the state would start by mid-September. The current registered figure of ex-combatants stands at 2,613, with a new list to be compiled soon. 

· Beginning on 25 August, the Swedish Free Mission has been conducting a five-day training course, in collaboration with the directorate for rural water development, involving 42 hand-pump mechanics, including 13 women, in Magwi Payam of Magwi County, where a water committee has been formed.

· Following the exploratory visit organized by UNHCR for representatives of the refugees in Adjumani Camp in Uganda, the agency reported that 232 refugees were expected to return to Nimule in Magwi County during the coming week.

Jonglei
· Incidents of violence were reported by UNDSS sources in different parts of the state, with the most notable occurring in Twic East County where an attack in Pakeer Payam left one person dead and two wounded, while three children were abducted and one tukul burned. In another incident, the David Yau Yau armed group allegedly descended on Lekongole Payam, killing one SPLA soldier, one SSPS officer, one civilian woman and wounding another woman. 

· Sources in Duk County reported that flooding on 14 August had forced almost all the inhabitants of a village in Duk Payuel Payam to flee to Duk Payuel Centre seeking shelter. 

· On August 26, the Integrated Team facilitated a visit by a team led by the health minister to assess the deadly outbreak of kala azar in Ayod County. The disease is killing two-to-three people each day, while 170 patients are undergoing treatment at the PHCC; the total number affected remains unknown. The team also assessed the impacts of floods in 44 villages in the county and recommended a range of actions, including the provision of food and water test-kits for affected areas. WFP and partners were requested to act as quickly as possible. 

· Local authorities meanwhile reported the total number of IDPs in Ayod to be 28,527 persons.
Northern Bahr el Ghazal

· In efforts to support the government in addressing the needs of flood victims, the Integrated Team has been working with agencies and NGOs throughout the week in planning and review meetings to develop a plan of action. On 27 August, the information minister asserted that the previous day’s rains had affected 90% of the population in Aweil town.

· In response to flooding in the state, government identified new sites for the relocation of victims, with one to the north of the old airstrip and the other west of the Maper settlement in Aweil town. State authorities have also provided 500 bags (45 MT) of sorghum and 10 bags of sugar to be distributed to the displaced, while WFP began distributing other food items such as pulses, oil and salt. Two pit latrines have been dug in the camp, where UNICEF and IOM have provided NFIs, including plastic sheeting for shelter. A team comprising staff from SSRRC, the physical infrastructure ministry and WFP started registering IDPs. Chlorination of existing open wells is continuing at the site, while UNICEF will provide three water bladders and pre-position others in case demand increases. IOM has distributed 50 family water-filters, 50 NFI kits and 100 buckets. A CBO working with UNICEF, Mother & Child Care, is conducting a hygiene-promotion campaign in the camp and distributing water tablets for families.

Lakes
· During the week under review, WFP has received 350 MT of food and was expecting an additional 1,000 MT. UNICEF meanwhile reported 1,500 NFI kits in stock at its logistics base in Rumbek, where another 45,000-47,000 kits were expected to be delivered.

· On 24 August, RCSO/Early Recovery participated in a workshop organized jointly by FAO and the state ministry for animal resources and fisheries to focus on a DDR project covering 1,408 ex-combatants. The overall objective of the workshop was to examine and identify best practices for reintegration into the agriculture sector.

· UNICEF started to distribute 1,232 school desks in six counties of the state. So far, two schools in the counties of Rumbek Central and Rumbek East have been served with 352 and 176 desks, respectively, while delays were feared in furnishing some schools as a result of rains that have deteriorated the condition of roads leading to many counties.
Unity
· On 24 August, the Integrated Team joined the monthly meeting for the health sector, where MSF/Holland in Leer raised concerns about kala azar cases in Panyinjar and Pariang Counties. Partners were requested to raise awareness about the disease as a preventive measure. MSF also reported that only 479 of the original 661 participants in the nutrition programme since July are currently attending.  

· At a referendum-awareness meeting on the 25 August, the information ministry was joined by the group ‘My Referendum for Freedom’ to update NGOs and CBOs on their roles in the exercise, particularly with respect to civic education. 

· On 27 August, the Integrated Team joined the Southern Sudan DDR Commission, World Vision, Norwegian People’s Aid, Save the Children, BRAC, WFP and UNICEF in an emergency meeting called by SSRRC to plan for the return of 120 households from Khartoum. Participants requested additional information, however, before taking any decisions. SSRRC was asked to provide more details about the proposed return to be organized by GoSS in order to allow humanitarian actors to plan and assess absorptive capacity in the prospective final destinations. The Integrated Team will follow up with SSRRC.

· WFP reported a break in the food pipeline that could result in postponement of all September distributions for all programmes. The Agency had planned to distribute 942 MT to 84,000 beneficiaries.

Upper Nile
· On 26 August, UNICEF donated four boats to the health ministry for use in responding to major outbreaks of infectious diseases across the state. Under the plan, the boats will be based in the four strategic locations of Nasir, Kodok, Balliet and Malakal. 

· During the week under review, three sectorial working group meetings were held in Malakal, focusing on FSL, protection and rule-of-law issues. 

Warrab
· The Southern Sudan Anti-Corruption Commission ended a two-day training in Kuajok on 26-27 August that targeting the executive and judicial branches, members of parliament, commission heads, chairs of various state committees and senior representatives from NGOs entrusted with public assets. The exercise focused on effective management and transparency in the disclosure of public assets and liabilities in February every year.
· WFP informed the Integrated Team that agreement had been reached with the local authorities in Greater Tonj (Tonj North, South and East Counties) allowing the agency temporarily to pre-position food to target remote areas that are currently inaccessible by road until the dry season.

Western Bahr el Ghazal
· In partnership with state government, UNDP conducted two workshops for county commissioners and local chiefs on governance and the rule of law from 24-27 August. The aim was not only to improve the appreciation of participants for principles of rule of law and good governance, but also of their roles in the referendum. Among topics covered were the Local Government Act of 2009 and the work plan for its implementation; local-government administration, planning and budgeting; and co-ordination of functions at state and county levels. The sessions were also attended by county co-ordinators, staff from key line ministries, UNDP, UNMIS CAD and the Expanded RCSO. 

· This week, SSRRC reported the arrival of 478 individuals comprising 70 households who had returned spontaneously from the neighbouring states of Lakes, Northern Bahr el Ghazal and Warrab.
